Greetings,

This Monday, February 2", the Church celebrates a little-known feast
which happens to also be the Fourth Joyful Mystery: The Presentation |
of the Lord. The Presentation of the Lord is sometimes also called
Candlemas for the custom of using lighted candles. In addition, the
blessing of candles can also take place on this day.

This feast day, which began in Jerusalem in the 4" century A.D.,
celebrates both the Presentation of Jesus in the Temple and the
Purification of Mary, which was required by the Mosaic Law 40 days
after the birth of a child. This episode of the Lord’s life can be found
in Luke 2:22-38.

In these verses Joseph and Mary are simply trying to quietly perform their duties
of prayer and sacrifice. Unbeknownst to them, they are about to come face to
face once again with prophecies, both fulfilled and those yet to come to be so.
They first encounter Simeon who speaks to them directly. This is followed by the
prophetess Anna who is giving thanks to God for the coming of the redemption of
the world.

Of this brief yet extremely important moment Pope St. John Paul Il said,

“The prophetic words spoken by the aged Simeon shed light on the
mission of the Child brought to the temple by his parents: ‘Behold this
child is set for the fall and rising of many in Israel, and for a sign that is
spoken against ... that thoughts out of many hearts may be revealed’
(Luke 2:34-35). To Mary Simeon said: ‘And a sword will pierce through
your own soul also’ (Luke 2:35). The hymns of Bethlehem have now
faded and the cross of Golgotha can already be glimpsed; this happens
in the temple, the place where sacrifices are offered. The event we are
commemorating today is thus a bridge as it were, linking the two most
important seasons of the Church’s year.”

Every year questions come up in relation to the guidelines on fasting and abstinence. It might be helpful for me to
share the basics. Those aged 18-59, in reasonable health, are required to fast on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday.
When fasting, a person is permitted to eat one full meal, as well as two smaller meals that together are not equal to a
full meal. Those 14 and older must abstain from meat on Ash Wednesday and all Fridays during Lent. It is important
that for young children not fasting parents should still communicate the meaning of penance.
