Greetings, 

The church offers wonderful devotions, demonstrations of faith beyond the 
Holy Mass such as the Rosary, Stations of the Cross, Chaplet of Divine    
Mercy, First Friday devotion of reparation to the Sacred Heart, requested 
by Jesus and the First Saturday devotion of reparation to the Immaculate 
Heart of Mary, requested by Blessed Mother. 

Significance of the First Friday Devotion: The First Friday Devotion is      
rooted in the revelations made to St. Margaret Mary Alacoque, where       
Jesus promised special graces to those who practice this devotion. The 
intent of the First Friday devotion is to focus on making restitution for sins 
against the Divine Heart, to alleviate His sorrow and to deepen one’s love 
and commitment to Jesus. 

Requirements for the First Friday Devotion: Attend Holy Mass: One must participate in 
the Holy Mass on the First Friday of each month for nine consecutive months. 

Receive Holy Communion: We are required to receive Holy Communion during the Holy 
Mass on each of these First Fridays. This act is central to the devotion as it honors the 
Sacred Heart of Jesus. 

Go to Confession: One should go to Confession within eight days before or after each 
First Friday. This ensures that we are in a state of grace to receive Holy Communion. 

By following these requirements, one can fully participate in this meaningful devotion 
and receive the associated graces promised by Jesus: all the graces necessary for one’s 
state in life, peace in their families, consolation in time of trouble, assured refuge in the 
heart of Jesus during life and especially at the hour of death, abundant blessings on all 
undertakings. He also promised that the tepid soul will become fervent and will attain 
perfection. 

Many Catholics have themselves         
and their families consecrated to the 
Sacred Heart of Jesus. “And since there 
is in the Sacred Heart, a symbol and a 
sensible image of the infinite love of 
Jesus Christ, which moves us to love 
one another, therefore it is proper that 
we should    consecrate ourselves to    
His most Sacred Heart, an act which is 
nothing else than an offering and a 
binding of oneself to Jesus Christ”.
